Who are we looking for?

	We are looking for fit and young people who like to interact with others and feel at home in the outdoors. We require the following criteria of you:

	· experience in water sports,
· good level of fitness and health (pullups, press-ups, able to throw a ball 20m and run 1000m in 3 - 5min),
· intention to work in the outdoor field for the next years, 
· students,

· foreign language skills (German, English, ...),
· a valid European (UK) driving licence is a must!,
· valid first aid certificate,
· ability to work in a team (good communication skills, flexibility,...).


	It is enough for us if you only partake in some of these sports in your free time. However, if you are weak in one particular discipline, we recommend that you perhaps do a course for your own preparation, e.g. a climbing course. Be aware of the fact that a first aid certificate and drivng licence is obligatory for taking the examination to become raft guide!

Training courses

	All outdoor guides interested in working with us need to first obtain their raft guide licence. This training course is taking place from Sa. 8. May – Sa. 15. May 2010 in Haiming, Tyrol/ Austria. We only train a maximum number of 21 new guides for 2010! Further training opportunities, such as for becoming high ropes course trainer or canyoning guide will be arranged at a later date. 

	>>
Structure of the training

	Over the period of eight days –from 8am till 9pm daily – our team of international instructors will teach you everything you need to know, in order to safely steer a raft of customers down the river. At the end of the 8-day-training-course there is an internal theoretical and practical exam. To be put forward for the official exam we require you to take part every day. Subsequent to the training course all trainees must guide between one and ten raft trips at the side of a qualified guide. On these trips the trainee does everything as if he/she were on his/her own, the experienced guide only watches the trainee and gives helpful feedback afterwards. These trainee trips are part of the guide training and covered by costs of the course. At the end, your instructors will decide who is ready to take the state-approved guide exam. Only when the state-approved guide exam has been passed you can work as a guide for faszinatour. We recommend to do the trainee trips directly after the course.

Course costs

	The cost of the raft guide training course is 450,-€. Included in the costs of the course are: 

	· international experienced raft guide instructors,

· learning material (handbook) and exam preparation,

· complete equipment hire and exam preparation (incl. Trainee trips),

· lunch.

	For the state-approved guide exam, 92,-Euro extra will be charged to be paid on the day of the exam. Having passed the exam and guided 10 rafting tours during the season of 2010, 
faszinatour will give you a wet suit and a spray jacket. After another 30 tours you will get 200,-€ from the course cost returned. Naturally, you will also be paid for these tours. If you need help with the accomotadition the tourist office www.haiming.at will help you. After the course we don’t provide accomotation but we can help you to find some.

Payment for outdoor guides

	In order to work for us you need to be permanently employed. Depending on your experience, you are paid per hour starting with 7,-€. In the first year you will have very many opportunities to receive training in other outdoor activities. However this means that you will be working often on the weekends and only sometimes during the week. It is also possible to work in our gastronomy.

Qualifications at faszinatour

	The pre-requirement to work for faszinatour in Tyrol is the state-approved raft guide licence. With this restriction we ensure a high standard of safety for all of our activities. To improve one’s skills and qualify for other jobs, faszinatour offers weekly evening training for all guides.
